Exhibition Rules 
Eligibility: Student (6th-12th grades); Intermediate; Advanced (consistent blue ribbon winners)

Work must be original and done by the artist entering the show, and never before shown in a 
Mobridge show.  No kits, art prints, or molds are allowed. 

Entry Fee:  Student: $10.00 for the first entry.  Additional entries $2.00 each for a total of 6 entries. 

Intermediate and Advanced: $15.00 for the first entry. Additional entries $2.00 for a total of 6 entries. 
No substitutions or late entries after postmark deadline of March 17, 2025. Entry fees are nonrefundable.


Medium/Categories:  Categories may be combined or divided depending on the number of entries. 
Awards in each category will be given at the judge’s discretion. 

A) Painting: Oil, Acrylic, Watercolor 
B) Drawing: Graphite, Charcoal, Colored Pencil, Pen and Ink, Marker, Pastels, Ledger  
C) Mixed Media: Collage, Painting, Drawing, Other  D) Fiber Art  E) Digital: Painting, Drawing  
F) Sculpture/Pottery  G) Native Handicrafts  H) Other  I)Photography  J) Computer Altered Photo  
   
Photographers please note: no photographs smaller than 8x10 will be accepted. 
Photo subjects are flora, portraits, scenery, sports/action, mechanical, architecture, animals, and other.

If your photo has been altered digitally in any way, please enter it as Computer Altered.

Fiber Artists please note: quilts are allowed, but must be completely original. No quilts made from 
preprinted blocks or published patterns will be accepted. 

Cash Awards:  Cash awards of $10.00 for 1st place and $5.00 for 2nd place will be given.

$50.00 awards will go to Judge’s Choice in art and photography and the People’s Choice in art and 
photography.


Conditions:  All works must be completely dry, framed, and strung securely with wire. No sawtooth 
hangers allowed.  All charcoal, pen and ink, watercolor, and pastel works must be protected by glass.  
Entry labels must be attached to the back of each piece. Work deemed inappropriate for this show will 
not be displayed. Mobridge Artists Association is not responsible for loss, damage, or theft of entries.


Sales:  Artists/photographers are responsible for the sale of their work.  No commission will be charged by 
the Mobridge Artist Association.


Entry drop off and pick up:  Entries must be delivered to the Scherr-Howe Arena on Thursday, April 10 
between 12:00-5:30pm.  They must be removed on Sunday, April 13 between 5:00-6:00pm.  Please be 
prompt.  No work may be removed before the end of the show.


Professional Artists/Exhibitors are invited to exhibit and sell their work, but will not be eligible to have 
their work judged.  Please request a Professional Artist Entry Form.
